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PIZZA BOX OR IMAC?
No, an IBox !
A Minnesota man has plans to launch his own

Macintosh-manufacturing business, building a
low-cost, upgradeable Mac called the iBox.

John Fraser, a 21-year-old engineer from
Chanhassen, Minnesota, is finalizing the design
for his flat “pizzabox” Mac and hopes to go into
production in three to four months. If successful,
Fraser will be the first third party to make a Mac
since Apple shut down its three-year experiment
in clone licensing in 1997.

Unlike the world of Windows PCs, which has
many hardware makers, Apple is the only com-
pany making Macs. Apple doesn’t license its
operating system to outside hardware manufac-
turers.

Fraser hopes to sidestep the licensing issues by
using older, off-the-shelf parts made by Apple and
sold to computer repair outfits as spare parts. He
will use Apple-made motherboards preloaded
with Macintosh ROMs — the vital piece of hard-
ware-cum-software that makes a Mac a Mac.
Customers will supply their own Mac operating
system.

However, Fraser may still face legal problems
with patents and trademarks, legal experts said.
Apple is notoriously protective of its intellectual
property, and has not hesitated to go after hard-
ware manufacturers, software publishers and
websites for infringement.

Fraser hasn’t yet contacted Apple, and the com-
pany didn’t respond to requests for comment.

“I always wanted to build Macs,” said Fraser,
who runs a part-time PC customization business,
2khappyware. “But I want to get Apple’s full sup-
port. I want to make sure I’m on the up and up.
I’m an Apple supporter. It’s not something I want
to clash with them about. I want to make sure what
I’m doing is legal.”

Fraser’s iBox will be a low-cost, upgradeable
machine. It will offer everything Mac customers
expect: FireWire and USB ports, Airport connec-

tivity, Gigabit Ethernet and so on — for about a
third of the price of comparable Apple machines.

Fraser plans to offer both bare-bones and com-
plete systems.

For $250 to $350, the bare-bones iBox will fea-
ture a case, motherboard and power supply.
Customers will add their own processor, memory,
hard drive and operating system.

Fraser will build full-featured configurations to
customers’ specifications. A fully loaded iBox will
cost between $650 and $2,000, depending on the
speed of the chip, the size of the hard drive and
other features. He plans to offer configurations
with dual processors, just as Apple does in its cur-
rent line of PowerMacs.

Fraser will base the iBox on so-called “Gigabit”
motherboards built by Apple as spare parts for
previous generations of G4 PowerMacs. As well
as Gigabit Ethernet, the boards have a daughter-
card slot for the CPU, which can accommodate a
range of G4 chips, including those yet to be re-
leased. The iBox includes open slots for extra
memory, two PCI cards and an AGP video card.

Fraser said a clear demand exists for a low-cost
Mac that customers can outfit themselves with
cheap, off-the-shelf parts or parts taken from older
machines.

Now, Apple customers must decide between
Apple’s entry-level iMac or eMac, neither of which
can be significantly upgraded, or spend more
money for a pro-level Power Mac.

Fraser is in the final stages of iBox production.
The missing piece is finding a manufacturer for
the machine’s distinctive case, which was designed
by Mario Micheli, a designer from Milwaukee.
Fraser said he is meeting with companies that
mold plastic next week to discuss putting it into
production.

Fraser has already struck a deal to buy parts
from Other World Computing, a Mac parts and
peripherals supplier. OWC said it may sell Fraser’s
systems through its website. “I think it has great
promise,” said Larry O’Connor, OWC’s founder
and CEO. “Mac users like unique and interesting

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things, and this has definitely got people’s atten-
tion. There’s definitely interest in what he’s doing.”
John Fraser is finalizing the design for his flat
‘pizzabox’ Mac. If successful, he’ll be the first third-
party Macintosh maker since Apple shut down its
three-year experiment in clone licensing in 1997.
Fraser isn’t new to building PCs. He earned his
living with his 2khappyware customization busi-
ness for a few years before he had a child and
sidelined the business to a hobby.

And Fraser said he doesn’t have any grand plans
for building the iBox business into the next Dell
or Gateway. “I’m not doing it for profit,” he said.
“I’m doing it for a hobby.”

The project has already generated considerable
buzz on a number of online forums. In fact, it was
encouragement from members of the dealmac
forums that persuaded Fraser there was demand
for the iBox.

But intellectual property lawyer Mark Dickson
said Fraser has to be very careful not to infringe
Apple’s trademarks, trade dress or patent portfo-
lio.

Dickson, a partner at the Menlo Park, Califor-
nia, office of Arnold White & Durkee, said Apple
could challenge Fraser if his machine’s look, name
or marketing confuses customers into thinking it’s
an Apple product.

Dickson also cautioned Fraser to be careful not
to infringe any patents. Even if Fraser uses Apple
parts, Dickson said the company may hold pat-
ents governing how they are put together. The
patents may not even be held by Apple, but by
another PC manufacturer, Dickson said.

Dickson said he had no knowledge of Apple’s
patent portfolio, but strongly cautioned Fraser to
consult an intellectual property lawyer before pro-
ceeding.

“I think he would be wise to talk to a patent
attorney before he does anything else,” Dickson
said.

IBOX CONTINUED HOW MUCH “MAC”?
“This is the closest I’ve ever come to camping

out: I’ve spent a week using computers based on
previous-generation processors”.

“My spiffy 2.7 GHz Pentium 4 desktop and my
multiprocessor G4 Mac tower have been allowed
to cool down to room temperature for the first
time since I’ve signed for them at the front door,
because lately my prime machines have been a
Pentium 3 notebook and a G3-based iBook, each
with such weak, wispy processors that they play
Kenny G when you hit the power-up button.”

“I wanted to figure out something: Just how
important is raw processing speed?

“Not very, it turns out.... when it came to the
far more vital acts of word processing, swapping
e-mail with pals and Googling for information, I
could scarcely tell the difference between these
machines and ones that cost twice as much.”

Hmmmm. I live in a different computer orbit
than Andy. My 700 MHz iBook is the fastest Mac
I’ve ever owned, and I’m still getting along rea-
sonably happily for everyday production work
with my 500 MHz Pismo PowerBook. Indeed,
these days I’m doing quite a bit of my word pro-
cessing and editing on an ancient, 117 MHz
PowerBook 1400.

While excess power is always nice to have, I cer-
tainly couldn’t rationally justify buying anything
faster than my iBook right now on the basis of
“need.” I’m not a gamer, don’t do any graphics
work that seriously challenges my current fleet of
G3 and older Macs, and haven’t gotten into video
editing.

I find that the biggest performance bottleneck
for me is not the processor power of my comput-
ers, but the fact that I’m stuck on a slow Internet
dial-up that connects at 26,400 bps if I’m lucky.

I do use dictation software, which really only
runs satisfactorily in OS X on the iBook, but it
works fine there. Indeed, I would say that a 700
MHz G3 with a video card that supports Quartz

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Extreme and 16 MB of VRAM is probably the
minimum configuration you need for really sat-
isfactory performance in OS X, although plenty
of users, including me, are getting by with a lot
less processing muscle than that.

If you’re content running OS 9 or an earlier
version of the Mac OS (I’m using OS 8.6 on the
1400), much more modest equipment will be ad-
equate if you don’t have a requirement for really
processor intensive work. My old UMAX S-900
with a 200 MHz 604e processor surfs the Web (on
my dial-up connection) almost as fast as the 700
MHz iBook, and does word processing, email, and
light duty graphics very smartly, although I find
scrolling a bit sluggish — possibly due to a not
very gutsy video card. OS 9 is very fast on the
Pismo — much faster than OS X on the iBook.

Again, if you’re a serious gamer or do high-end
graphics or video work, you probably need all the
power that’s available in the fastest G4s, or at least
you can use them to their maximum capability. It
boils down to, I guess, whether you’re spending a
lot of time waiting for the computer to catch up,
or whether you’re being shut out of using some
piece of software you need or want to use. If so,
it’s probably time to think about a system upgrade.
If not, be happy!

As Low End Mac’s Adam Robert Guharecently
observed, Apple’s solid industrial design helps
older Macs retain their value and usefulness, “be-
cause Apple laptops are designed to withstand
changes in style better than most PC notebooks.
The basic style of the PowerBook G3 was present
from 1998 all the way into 2001, when the
PowerBook G4 was introduced. The G4 case style
has been around for almost two years now and is
carried over to the newer 12” and 17” aluminum
PowerBooks.... Honestly, the G3 PowerBook still
looks modern, even the older 233 MHz model....
Most people don’t even understand that perfor-
mance in basic tasks (word processing, web
browsing, email) doesn’t differ greatly between the
500 MHz and much faster machines. Sure, the 2

GHz will load Windows faster, but your email’s
not going to pop up on the screen much more
quickly.”

Indeed, I’m continually impressed at just how
good even the graybeard PowerBook 1400 is. My
daughter has been quite content using a 133 MHz
1400cs as her university machine this year, con-
nected to a broadband Internet hookup.

Of course, with new iBooks selling for $999
with 800MHz G3s and 32 MB of Quartz Extreme-
supporting VRAM, and G4 powered desktop
eMacs selling for less than that, contemporary
performance in OS X is affordable for most users.
But if you’re on a tight budget, or just thrifty,
there’s still plenty of useful computing left in those
older Macs.

ITUNES!
POINT: The iTunes Music Store is a Flash in

the Pan
Apple’s iTunes Music Store is just another

website that will come and  go. Once the price of
music on the Internet became zero, the perceived
value of a downloadable song plunged. To get the
volume necessary to  support this site, Apple will
need to bring their price down to around  15 cents
per song. Almost $1 per song is just too much
money to spend,  especially in this day of radio
hits that are usually shy of three  minutes. The #1
selling album right now on Amazon.com is Norah
Jones’s  “Come Away with Me,” which has 14 tracks
and costs $13.49. If you  bought this same album
from the Music Store, it would cost $13.86.
Apple’s new AAC compression format, while a
great step forward, is  still compression, so the song
you download will be slightly lower  quality. Plus
you need to make sure you back up your data,
since if  your hard disk crashes, you will need to
download the songs again. In  terms of value, buy-

ing the CD online or at a record store makes bet-
ter  sense.

I also don’t understand why online music can’t
be sold more cheaply.  With an online music dis-
tribution system, the costs of production,
including artwork, CD mastering and pressing,
transportation, and  distribution are not incurred.
Those costs all add up to a large chunk  of the
cost of the CD at your local record store. Apple
should be free  of these costs, and therefore be
able to offer the music at a  substantial discount.

Apple feels that customers just needed a good
reason to be legal, but I  am not sure that you can
build a business enterprise on the feelings of  guilt
that people feel when they download a song for
free. So if you  need it this instant, only want a few
songs off an album, or feel  guilty about stealing
the music, then by all means Apple’s Music Store
is the place to go.

The store is definitely the best of a poor lot of
online music  retailers, but the online music dis-
tribution model still has a way to  go before it is
viable.

COUNTERPOINT: The iTunes Music Store is
the Best Thing Since Sliced  Bread

Only Steve Jobs and Apple Computer could
have pulled off a dramatic  transformation of how
people acquire, manage, and listen to digital
music. This is all about being legal and not steal-
ing. When thousands  of students clogged their
colleges’ bandwidth downloading music through
Napster, a sort of copyright anarchy reigned su-
preme. After all, these  music-sharing services were
little more than organized pilfering of the  intel-
lectual property of artists and record companies.
Stealing music  is stealing: there is no middle
ground. If you jump onto the Internet  and grab a
recording without paying for it, you are a thief.
Artists  and their support structure will not be able
to continue to produce the  wide selection of ex-
cellent music and art if the ubiquitous stealing of
those works makes them essentially worthless.

Apple’s iTunes Music Store is not the first legal
digital music store,  nor does it have a lock on the
most songs. What it does have is the  BEST and
easiest to use digital music store. And that makes
all the  difference in the world. Paying a subscrip-
tion and then having to rent  songs, too, is not as
good. Paying for a song and not being able to  burn
it on your own special compilation is not as good.
Downloading  from inadequate servers with in-
sufficient bandwidth is not as good.  Even going
to the store and buying a CD is not as good if you
want your  music collection to be digital, espe-
cially when you only really want  one or two tracks
from the CD.

Apple did it right. Steve Jobs used his connec-
tions and a demonstration  of the iTunes store and
the iPod to convince skeptical record  executives
that Apple had the breakthrough product that
would solve the  problems that were plaguing the
record industry in the face of  widespread pirat-
ing of their products. He even convinced skeptical
artists like the Eagles to license their music for the
first time. Only  Apple and Steve Jobs could have
done it, and they did it in a glorious  fashion!

You go directly to the iTunes Music Store from

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iTunes. Once you find a  song you might like, click-
ing on it plays a 30-second clip instantly.  Like that
song? Click the buy button and it is now in your
library. You  can listen to it to your heart’s con-
tent. You can listen to it on your  computer and
two others as well. You can listen to it on your iPod,
or  on your collection of iPods, and you can burn
it onto a CD.

It is a fair system for both the artists and you.
The iTunes Music  Store doesn’t assume you are a
thief, it assumes that you are like most  people,
willing to pay for quality and the freedom to en-
joy your music  without ripping off the artists.

I own well over 700 CDs and countless vinyl
LPs, but I find that I  seldom use them now that I
have my collection stored digitally on my  Mac
and iPod. I have work to do ripping my CDs so
the collection is  complete. Luckily, Apple keeps
increasing the capacity of the iPod  faster than I
have time to rip the CDs. It is a little like my  dark-
room. I used to take a lot of film and work in the
darkroom with  some nasty chemicals to produce
photos, but now with my digital camera  and
iPhoto, my life is easier and I have more time for
taking photos.  The iTunes Music Store will give
me even more time, and it will  probably save me
money in the long run because I will not buy a lot
of  CDs to get the one or two songs I really want.
Instead, I’ll spend the  99 cents and have them in
my collection instantaneously. I suppose my  lo-
cal record store and Amazon will be disappointed,
but I’d just as  soon give the bucks to Apple any-
way.

Some argue that 99 cents is too much, but with
$3 coffees and $15 CDs,  buying a song with such
freedom of use for less than a buck puts it  right
in the impulse-buy category. If the initial results
are any  indication, this is going to be a very suc-
cessful service for Apple and  for us. Stealing music
is wrong. I want musicians to make money so they
can make more beautiful music to relax and
stimulate our minds.

Apple put itself on the side of the artists and
the side of music  lovers at the same time, and

they have another in a long stream of hits  on their
hands. Rolling Stone called the iPod an “Ameri-
can Icon,”  saying that “in two years, it has changed
how we listen to music.” I  think that the iTunes
Music store will change the way we acquire mu-
sic,  too. Attaboys all around for Steve Jobs and
the guys and gals at Apple  for such avant garde
innovation!
