2. Restart your computer, and immediately
after you hear the startup tone, hold down
the Shift key. (DonOt pess the Shift key
before you hear the startup tone.) Release
the Shift key when you see the progress
indicator below the gray Apple icon. Startup
may take a bit longer than usual.

3. Your display should begin working
correctly.

4. Choose System Peferences flom the
Apple menu.

5. Click Displays.

6. Select a esolution and refresh rate that are
supported by the display .

7. Restart your computer.

New screen region capture
options in Mac OS 10.5

In 10.5, the region capture screenshot tool --
that@ Shift-Command-4, which turns your
cursor into a draggable crosshair -- has learned
quite a few new tricks. Since the days of 10.2, if
you added the Control key into the mix, the
capture would go to your clipboar d, instead of
to a Ple. (This is a great way to grab a quick
screenshot for an iChat session, by the way
Just Shift-Control-Command-4, drag around
the area to capture, release the drag, then
switch back to iChat and hit Command-V to
paste.)

Jacquie Martin, Secrete
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Technology changes classroom

The old adage of Osome things change and
some things never changeO can now include
the kinder garten class of Kim Farrar at Happy
Valley Primary School.

Having students become socially integrated
with others while teaching them to be r eady to
begin reading still exists, but the manner in
which it is done today has certainly changed
with the times.

Roll call: Basically it is still the same. Find out
who is in class for the day and report it to the
ofpce. Now, however, it is done with the click
of a few buttons on a computer and the
information is sent to the ofp ce, the district
ofpce and eventually to the state.

Lesson for the day: The letter OFD

Students gather around a Promethean Boad,
also called a smart boad.

OHuh?0 a classiom observer might respond.
Farrar, who has been teaching for 29 years
including all but the b rst two in the Happy
Valley district, has prepared her lesson for the
day using a PowerPoint show with the smart
board. The Shawnee, Oklahoma, native
attended Shasta JrCollege and then Chico
State University.

PowerPoint is a program by Micr osoft in
which graphics and wor ds can be made into
slides that can be pojected onto a surface N
something akin to a projector previously used
to show slide photographs on a screen.
Farrar subscribes to an on-line clip art service
and, with her music backgr ound, she combines
the two elements into her PowerPoint shows
for many of her lessons.

The smart board is an interactive whiteboar d
with a solid screen.An invisible grid ensur es
incredible accuracy, with the on-screen tools
such as pmotractors which can measure down
to a single degree B moe useful for upper
grade students.

Pens that write like ballpoint instr uments have
the added functionality of a computer mouse.
The pen is battery-free and wireless. It can drag-
and-drop, highlight, open tools and applications,
switch between pages and activate sounds and
images. The mouse functions allow one to
Odouble-click® for additional tools.

Educational specialists tell us that childrenOs
handwriting is best developed by holding and
using a pen from a young age and kindergarten
childr en are starting young in Farrar Os class.
OSuperintendent Larry Robins, due to his love of
technology and desire to support growth in this
area, had the district purchase four Pomethean
Boards,O said Farrar

In the lesson, her youngsters wetre learning to
recognize both capital and lowercase letters and,
along with music, the pr esentation to her
students engaged, educated, and motivated
them.

The students go up to the smart board to circle
the letters and illustrations for each lesson. The
students can also go to one of four computers in
the classioom, bnd their own name on the screen
and log in with a passwor d. The students can
then record their work and play on the

computer. That is how Farrar, or her classioom
aide Jodi Le\ky, can discover aras that need
addressing to keep the student progressing.
Farrar also teaches music to every student at all
grade levels at Happy Valley Primary.

Kinder garten students meet together each week
for music, although all thr ee kindergarten
teachers use music daily in their classiooms.
Every Tuesday through Friday, Farrar teaches
prst-, second- and third-graders for an hour in
the afternoon.

Ol take half of each class fsm a grade level for 30
minutes, allowing the other classroom teachers
to work with a much smaller gr oup,O Farrar
said. On Thursdays, she teaches two sessions of
fourth grade music.

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The kindergarten class is much like it used to
be in our memories, but with the added
electronic tools, it is an entirely new
experience that better prepares students to be
a part of a changing world, she added.

When asked about her use of technology
Farrar said, OV¢ are attempting to cope with
the speed of change in technology but we
have to remember the simple things that
childr en need to learn and carry on into
adulthood N to be a lifelong learner , to be
compassionate, genepous, respectful and to
take personal responsibility .O

Override Dock magnib cation
settings in Mac OS 10.5

One of the features of the OS X Dock is the ability
to magnify the items in it as the cursor passes over
them. You can control this feature in the Dock
System Preferences panel, whee you can set the
amount of magnib cation and enable or disable the
feature. (You can also enable or disable it by
Control-clicking on the Dock@ divider bar, and
choosing Turn Magnib cation On (or Off) from the
pop-up menu.

1tOs not clear how the pe-release softwae made it
out of CupertinoOs secetive skunkworks two
weeks before Steve JobsO Macworld keynoteirs
Technicareports that it may have been leaked by
someone atApple as a Christmas present to an
IPhone hacker to aid in jail breaking efforts. As
with the last update, version 1.1.3 disables
unlocked iPhones and breaks third party
applications that r un on jail br oken phones.

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Disk Utility W arnings

Beginning when | installed Leopar d there
have been some very stongly wor ded
warnings fr om Disk Utility .

Warning: SUID ble Qusr/libexec/load_hdiO
has been modibed and will not be r epaired.

The number of warnings fr om Disk Utility is
continually gr owing and now after 3 months
of Leopard | am up to 9 SUID warnings on
my MacBook. Being a bit concerned | did a
little digging and found several web sites
assuring me | had nothing to worry about.
The following description is in plain English
and has a fairly good explanation of SUID
Warnings. | put a link to the website at the
end of the article.

As | understand it, the SUID applies to
processes. Hee® some info from AppleGs
glossary that comes with Developer Tools:

Process UID--The OUIDO of a cess. Each
process has thee user IDs: the eal user ID
(RUID), effective user ID (EUID), and saved
user ID (SUID). The RUID is always

inherited fr om the user or process who
executes the piocess. The EUID is normally
the same as the RUID but can difer in special
circumstances. It is the EUID that BSD checks
to determine permissions. The SUID is used
by BSD to enable a privileged process to
switch in and out of privileged mode.

If you look at the permissions for /usr/
libexec/load_hdi using the T erminal, this is

what you see:

-r-sr-xr-x 1 root wheel - 43280 Nov 12 22:40
load_hdi

A QegularOexecutable in the same folder

looks like this:
-r-xr-xr-x 1 root wheel - 38544 Oct 1 21:29 makekey

If you peer closely at them youd notice there is an
GOinstead of an &Oin the line describing the
permissions--the GexecutableQOpart of permissions.
Evidently Apple made a change to allow certain
things to be more Rexibly run in regard to what
they can and can®©do (anyway, that is my hazy
understanding of what Oenable a privileged
process to switch in and out of privileged modeO
would likely mean). All Disk Utility is doing is
informing you that the executable bit has been
changed from the normal OxOto an GOand that it
IS not going to change it back.

In other wor ds we®e back to the overly
informative Disk Utility which is telling r egular
users things they do not need to know. This
happened in previous OSes as well, and mally
got silenced somewhere along the line in Tiger.
These sorts of messages may be some intest
and/or use to some pr ogrammers, but not to
anyone else. Ignore them.
